With some help from some friends and some searching I found out that it was not just one day, but two!!!  And so with some hard work and help I found both days of the Allmans and the Dead and even found this amazing last set!

Would have been nice to find the openers too, Doug Sam for the 9th and Wet Willie for the 10th, but this has proven to be near impossible.
